3.1 GENERAL
New para 3.1.7 is introduced reading as follows:
"3.1.7 In the gas fire extinction stations, a device shall be provided for weighing
cylinders or measuring level of gas extinguishing medium therein by the approved method,

or on each cylinder an automatic device shall be installed for control of gas extinguishing
medium mass and pressure (recommended for unmanned FOP).".
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
